Herndon Youth Soccer (HYS) along with all VYSA member clubs implemented small-sided play rules beginning fall 2003. These changes incorporate the policy changes approved and mandated by US Youth Soccer and reflect the modifications to the FIFA laws of the game that will be used by HYS for the all-star tournament. 
LAW I. – THE FIELD

A. Dimensions

50yd length by 25-30yd width.

B.
Goals

Can be hockey size up to 6’x12’. We will use 6’x12’.

LAW II. – THE BALL

Size three (3)

Home team supplies the game ball.

LAW III. –NUMBER OF PLAYERS
1. Maximum number of players on the field at one time is five (5) per team. Maximum  number of players on a team is ten (10).
2. There are NO Goalkeepers

3. Substitutions may be made at any time the ball is out of play, with permission of the referee and in the case of injury.

LAW IV.  PLAYERS’ EQUIPMENT

All player equipment will be inspected by the game official prior to the start of the game.  The game official is the final judge on what constitutes unsafe equipment.

SHIN GUARDS ARE MANDATORY

LAW V.  REFEREES

Referees will be used in all U8 games.

LAW VII.  DURATION OF THE GAME

Games will be 25 minutes.

LAW VIII.  THE START OF PLAY

Conforms to FIFA with the following exceptions: There will be no coin toss.  Visiting team will kick off.  Opponent must be four (4) yards from the center mark while kick off is in progress.

LAW IX.  BALL IN AND OUT OF PLAY

Conforms to FIFA. Ball must be completely over the line to be out of play.

LAW X.  METHOD OF SCORING

Conform to FIFA.

LAW XI.  OFF SIDE

There is no offside in small-sided games

LAW XII.  FOULS AND MISCONDUCT

Conform to FIFA with the following exception:

All fouls shall result in a direct free kick with the opponent four (4) yards away.

LAW XIII. FREE KICKS

Conform to FIFA with the following exception: All free kicks will be direct and the opponent must be four (4) yards away.

LAW XIV PENALTY KICKS

There are no penalty kicks in small-sided games.

LAW XV.  THROW-IN

Conform to FIFA.
LAW XV1.  GOAL-KICK

Conform to FIFA. With the following exception: Goal kick may be taken anywhere in the goal area, and opponents must be four (4) yards away from the ball.

LAW XVII.  CORNER KICK

Conform to FIFA with the following exception: opponent remains at least four (4) yards from the ball until it is in play.
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
